There was discussion on the proposed recycling center because the Supervisors have decided to use the Worth Co. Lake dumpster site.  Mueller was asked to update the cost estimates and report back to the Supervisors.  Because Shane is working two days a week as Sanitarian, the Board felt it would be in the counties best interest to allow the Board of Health to use the management fee to provide a full time Sanitarian for the county.  The Director was to pursue this concept with the Supervisors and the Board of Health.

Todd Bishop asked if the Board would be willing to use the purchase of the Cutler property as a match for a NAWCA grant.  This would entail an easement being signed and there is no cost to the county.  The Board agreed to put the easement in place as a match and will approve it with a motion when the easement is ready.

Northwood Motors has not been able to give us a cost on a new truck.  The Board said to give them until Feb. 15 to give us a bid, other wise we will look elsewhere.
