APRIL 5, 2007

Vice President Smith called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Board members also present were: Randy Sime, Justin Faber and Jeff Vansteenburg (late).  Others present were: Dan Block and Dean Mueller.

Faber moved to approve the agenda.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.

Director’s report:

1. The beavers have started plugging the outlet and overflow at Christianson-Taylor.  We have cleaned out the overflow and when the water level comes down we will try and clean out the control structure.

2. There was a personnel policy meeting Wednesday to update the policy.  One of the items that came up was time sheets.  We need to start having them checked and signed off by the director weekly, biweekly or monthly.  This will help the county if we are ever challenged under the fair labor standards. 

3. Will be meeting with the Supervisors on Monday to discuss the recycling center.  The current permits expire on September 1, 2007.

4. ISAC had some good topics as usual.  Rich Leopold, the director for the DNR, spoke about his plan for the future.  He wants better communication between the DNR and the CCB’s, a major emphasis on water quality projects and looking to have full time park rangers again for the state parks.

5. There was also a presentation on park/campground inspections.  We should be doing regularly scheduled inspections rather than random inspections.

6. One of our fire pumps needed to be repaired.  Hopefully it will be ready in time for burning.  The NRCS approved our burn plans for the WRP acres.

7. The point of sale inspections for septic systems has passed the Senate and should pass the House.  This will open the door to have Shane become a full time sanitarian.

8. Participated in a bioterrorism exercise that was held in Carpenter.  It was a joint exercise with Mitchell Co.

9. The CCPOA spring workshop was on hunting accident investigation.

10. We attended a GPS class to learn how to use our Thales GPS unit.  There is a huge learning curve in using our GIS programming.  If we do not get the point to point system, Joel thinks he can link us to the courthouse through our internet connection.
