Block asked about submitting a WCDA grant for work on the fish rearing pond he is working on.  The board asked that he have it ready for their review next month.

We have not received a bid from Northwood Motors yet for a new truck, no action taken.

The Director presented the personnel goals for 2007.  The only change is that Shane is not to pursue removing the trees from the Shellrock River as part of a water trail project.  It is not the Boards responsibility to remove the trees it is up to the land owner.  The Board has been approached by local landowners and a watershed district from Minnesota about this issue and they were told the same information.
Block has advertised a 2 acres firewood sale from the tops to trees left from logging in Ochee Yahola.  Christiansen moved to sell the firewood if the bids for the 2 acre sale are over $80, this is trial sale as there is more to sell if this works.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.
