President Vansteenburg called the meeting to order at 8:20 PM.  Board members also present were Randy Sime, Justin Faber and Matt Smith.  Director Dean Mueller was also present.

Sime moved to approve the agenda.  Second by Smith.  Motion carried.

Smith moved to approve the minutes.  Second by Faber.  Motion carried.

Director’s report:

1. Have been spraying brush.

2. Preparing to start work at Kuennen’s on the access road and fill for picnic shelter.

3. Have started on the county brochure.

4. Greeder is working on an appraisal for the Holstad property.

5. Myhus will sign the final CREP agreement sometime in the next 6 weeks.

6. The Ferly property will be purchased by the Iowa DNR.

7. The Historic Preservation Office has commented on the phase 2 report for Silver Lake Park and is on the agenda.

8.  I may take a week off at the end of the month.
Smith moved to accept the director’s report.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.

After looking at photos of the gate at Plymouth, the director was given his choice of replacing the gate or using a long chain to widen the opening.  Coe asked for the gate to be widen so that their renter could get his equipment through.  Mueller indicated that he would replace the gate.

Several possible grants were discussed:  
Smith moved to apply to the WCDA for matching funds to build the new shelter house at Kuennens Quarry.  The Board would put up $25,000.  Second by Faber.  Motion carried.
Smith moved to apply to Silver Lake Twp. for money to repair the fishing jetty at the Silver Lake Access, the request would be for $4,000.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.

There was a request to apply for a grant to place a security camera at the dumpsters by Worth County Lake.  Since Hyde, the county engineer, was not in favor of this the board denied the request.

Block had gathered prices on a trade or a cash purchase of a new van.  After reviewing the information Smith moved to purchase a new van from Lyon’s for $17,021 and sell the old van ourselves.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.
The continuation of the archaeological study at Silver Lake Park was discussed.  The state preservation office wanted more work to be done before opening the site to development.  The additional cost would have been $11,000 for more shovel testing and 10 m sq excavations.  Because of the cost the board decided not to do any more work at this time.

A basket for the annual meeting fundraiser was discussed and the Director was told to purchase some thing and keep the costs “with in reason”.
