JUNE 7, 2007

The Board looked at the several shelter house designs for Kuennen’s Quarry.  After discussion, Smith moved to hire Mad-Gaard construction to build the log shelter for a cost of $54,650 and use blocks that look like limestone around the piers.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.
The Director reported on the county committee REAP meeting.  There is interesting in continuing the committee so that the grants will be available.  They need to put together a five year plan and then meet once a year.
There was discussion on replacing Shane.  The board decided to advertise the position as ¾ time with no benefits.  Smith moved to advertise the job as ¾ time with no benefits, no degree required, wage to be $10 to $15 per hour depending on qualifications, probationary period of one year and the dead line for applying will be July 3 at 4:00 PM.  Second by Faber.  Motion carried.
After reviewing the changes in the personnel policy, Christiansen moved to adopt the policy with one exception; Section 6.7.1 Alcohol in the workplace will not apply in regard to bringing or using alcohol in the work place.  Second by Sime.  Motion carried.
Faber moved to purchase the F350 Superduty from Severson Ford as before with the price increase due to loosing the Ford discount.  Second by Smith.  Motion carried.

There will be a land donation coming in the future and after looking at the piece the board felt that they should except the property when the time comes.
